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Fight Fat
With Small Changes
It is a known fact that no one
becomes overweight overnight.
Barring obvious genetic 
predispositions, it is a condition
usually caused by gradual 
inattentiveness to proper diet and
healthy levels of physical activity.
As such, most experts agree that
making small eating and lifestyle
changes over time and setting
realistic goals are the most
significant factors in ensuring 
a child’s weight loss success. 

Attack the Snack. Dr. Pilcher 
said he has found that high 
calorie snacking is epidemic. He
recommends substituting healthy
snacks such as diet drinks or
water and fruit for unhealthy ones
such as chips and sodas. Making
this one change and sticking to it
for just one month, often results in
weight loss—an accomplishment
that reinforces the desire to
continue losing. 

Make a Contract. Dr. Umansky
said he often suggests making a
contract to change one behavior for
a month. It might be to eat healthier
snacks, engage in moderate to
strenuous physical activity such
as fast walking for at least 20-30
minutes each day—anything that
will impact a change in weight and
demonstrate to the child that he or
she has the power within to succeed. 

Avoid Triggers. Leave the
high-calorie foods at the grocery
store—your child can’t eat them 
if they’re not on the shelves. Also,
eliminate high-risk situations 
such as watching TV during meal
times —viewing while eating 
dinner encourages children to 
eat whenever the TV is on.

Break the Food-As-Reward
Chain. All parents have played the
“eat your dinner so you can have
dessert” card at least once. While
rewarding achievement is still very
important in the weight-loss process,
choose rewards that are both
important to the child and that also
reflect healthy behaviors—such as
a new piece of sporting equipment
or eating less of a food they don’t
like being served. 

Work as a Team. Set fun, weekly
family activity goals—slowly
incorporate activity into your 
family culture so that over time it
becomes second nature.

s if removing our collective
rose-colored glasses for 

the first time in years, it seems
parents across the country 
are just now waking up to the
realization that our children have
become alarmingly overweight.
In fact, according to the American
Obesity Association (AOA), about
30% of children in the United
States ages 6 -19 are overweight,
about 16% are obese*—nearly
four times the obesity rate about 
20 years ago. 

How did we get here and how
do we change a trend that, if
continued, has been projected to
cut two to five years from our
children’s lives? For Dr. Reggie
Pilcher, a pediatrician at Doctors
Hospital, the answers begin
at home.

“Nearly 50% of the children that
walk into my office are either
overweight or obese,” Dr. Pilcher
said. “Unfortunately, I don’t have
to look far to understand their
condition; many of the parents
accompanying these kids are
overweight as well. We are our
children’s role models—especially
in the formative years. It’s 
especially difficult for a child to
impact change when much of
what they must change is out of
their control,” Dr. Pilcher said. 

Wake Up Call #1:
Obesity in adults in the U.S. has
also reached an all time high;
most experts agree that helping
our children shape up and trim
down begins with changing our
lifestyle habits first. Also worth
note, today’s youth are considered
the most inactive generation in
our nation’s history. While much of
the current trend can be traced to
social/cultural factors such as poor
dietary habits and sedentary
behavior (watching television,
playing video games, etc.), other
studies suggest that reductions in
school physical education programs,
socioeconomic disparities, and
unsafe or unavailable community
recreational facilities have also
taken their toll. 

Wake Up Call #2:
Most overweight children already
have at least one major risk factor
(besides being overweight) for
developing heart disease, such as
high cholesterol, high triglycerides,
high insulin, or high blood pressure.
Other health risks related to obesity
include: orthopedic problems due
to increased stress in the joints of
the lower limbs; skin disorders;
sleep apnea; and psychological
or psychiatric issues such as 
poor self-esteem, depression 
and withdrawal from peers.

Dr. Pilcher said that knowing the
many health risks obesity poses
rarely motivates children or their
parents to change. He finds they
are much more motivated to tackle
weight issues when their social
well-being begins to suffer. It is
often then that parents seek the
services of professionals such 
as Warren Umansky, PhD, a 
child development specialist 
and counselor. 

“Children and teens who are
obese or overweight often feel
isolated from the kids they most
want to be around,” Umansky said.
“They often have low self-esteem or
feel inadequate, and unfortunately,
begin to associate with less desirable
individuals. As they begin adopting
negative behaviors from these
associations, their self-image often
drops even lower—creating in
essence a self-fulfilling prophecy
of continued feelings of inadequacy
and low self-worth that can translate
to decreased life success.” 

Wake Up Call #3:
According to the AOA, white girls
(ages 6-12) who develop a
negative body image are at a
greater risk for the subsequent
development of eating disorders.
Overweight adolescent females
(ages 12-19) have reported
stigmatizing experiences such
as direct and intentional weight-
related teasing, jokes and derogatory
name-calling, as well as less 
intentional hurtful comments by
peers, family members, employers

and strangers. Overweight
children and adolescents also
report negative assumptions made
about them by others, including
being inactive or lazy, being
stronger and tougher than
others, not having feelings,
and being unclean.

“The bottom line is that overweight
children suffer mentally and 
emotionally and we (physicians)
have no quick fixes or magic pills
to offer,” Dr. Pilcher said. “What
we do know is that parents and
children who are committed to
making healthy lifestyle changes
will realize success; in short,
they’re either on board or 
they’re not.” 

The same message is being
promoted in a nationwide
campaign that Doctors Hospital
will support locally. A joint
partnership between the American
Heart Association (AHA) and the
William J. Clinton Foundation, the
“Create A Healthier Generation”
campaign is working in alliance
with healthcare providers,
industry, media, schools, and
community groups to impact
change at a grassroots level.
Locally, Doctors Hospital also
offers several services to help
families who want to make
healthy lifestyle changes. These
include basic fitness screenings
and health assessments through
its Doctors Hospital Health
Connection, a partnership at
area Family Y facilities; and
doctor-referred nutrition
assessment and counseling
through the Diabetes Care 
Center at Doctors Hospital.

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Procedure 
Helps Lung Cancer
Patients Breathe Easier

hile most of us take
the simple act of

breathing for granted, cancer
patients whose lungs have
been affected by the disease
cannot. In fact, they often
experience a significant
decrease in quality of life 
as a result of their inability 
to breathe normally.

Now, thanks to innovative
procedures being performed
by Dr. Carmel Joseph at
Doctors Hospital, cancer
patients with lung involvement
may soon breathe easier.A
specialist in Interventional
Pulmonology—a relatively
new field in Pulmonary
Medicine—Dr. Joseph
performs procedures aimed
at improving the quality of
life for these patients.The
procedures include the use
of tracheal and/or bronchial
stents. Similar to heart
procedures in which a stent
is used to open blocked
arteries, tracheobronchial
stents are used to open
blocked or narrow airways. In
many instances the procedure
prolongs life as well as
improves its quality.

“With today’s advanced
equipment and technologies,
many pulmonary problems
can be corrected with
interventional procedures
that cause minimal discomfort
to the patient,” Dr. Joseph said.

Dr. Joseph also performs other
specialized interventional
procedures such as
brachytherapy—a process
that benefits lung cancer
patients by delivering a high
dose of radiation directly to

tumors in the airway without
affecting surrounding lung tissue.

One of the first pulmonologists
in the area to offer tracheo-
bronchial stenting and a
member of the World
Association of Bronchology
(WAB),Dr. Joseph was recently
invited to present one of his
cases at a biannual WAB 
congress in Barcelona, Spain.

New Lump Removal
Method Reduces 
Breast Scarring

rea women who have
non-cancerous (benign)

breast lumps now have a
minimally invasive alternative
to traditional surgical lump
removal that results not only
in less scarring but that also
requires a very limited
recovery period.

Now available at the
Women’s Diagnostic Center
at Doctors Hospital, the 
new hand-held Mammotome
vacuum system device aided
by ultrasound imaging 
allows physicians to remove
benign lesions such as
fibroadenomas through a
very small incision (about 3-4
millimeters or the size of a
match head). Fibroadenomas
are commonly found in about
10% of the 1.6 million breast
biopsies performed in the
U.S. annually.They generally
occur among young women
in their late teens, twenties
and thirties and are described
as feeling like solid, marble-
shaped lumps inside the breast.
In the past, fibroadenomas
have been removed with
open surgery—an approach
that many women have often
chosen to avoid due to the
potential scarring associated
with traditional surgery.

“Women who undergo
benign lump removal using
open surgical techniques
must be completely sedated,

experience a longer recovery
time, are left with a larger
scar and usually incur greater
hospitalization expenses,” Dr.
Davis said.“Because this new
Mammotome procedure
requires only local anesthesia,
a very small incision, and can
be performed in an outpatient
setting in about one hour,
patients have a better
cosmetic outcome and are
often able to return to work
the same day.”

In addition to its ability to
remove benign lesions, the
new Mammotome technique
allows physicians to implant a
tiny titanium clip or “marker”
at the exact spot where the
lump has been removed.
Should the patient require
future breast procedures, the
marker denotes the exact
removal site.The technique 
is also a helpful biopsy tool
for women who have breast
implants or a benign lesion
close to the chest wall.

“Basically, the Mammotome
system is a state-of-the-art,
cosmetically superior,
diagnostic and treatment
technique that builds on 
the concept of stereotactic
biopsy by enabling physicians
to completely visualize, and
frequently, totally remove
tumors up to 3 centimeters
in size,” Dr. Davis said.

Spine Surgery is 
Area First

n estimated 10 million
adults suffer from chronic,

radiating back pain—continuous 
nerve-throbbing discomfort that
often shoots down their legs.
Until now, treatment routinely
involved traditional spine
surgery—a highly invasive
spine procedure requiring an
extended hospital stay and
months of recovery.

Today, area patients suffering
from varying lumbar disorders
such as these have an even
more effective and minimally
invasive alternative: eXtreme
Lateral Interbody Fusion (XLIF)
spine surgery now offered
exclusively through the Spine
Center at Doctors Hospital’s
Human Motion Institute.

Recently introduced by
neurosurgeon, Dr. Ildemaro
Volcan and orthopedic surgeon,
Dr. Allan Goodrich, the XLIF
surgery accesses the spine
through the patient's side
therefore avoiding disruption
and possible damage to major
back muscles and tissue. Equally
important to its effectiveness,

the procedure is performed
with X-ray type equipment and
the aid of a “nerve avoidance”
monitoring system to prevent
possible nerve damage.
Requiring only two tiny
incisions—on the patient’s 
side and back—patients are
often walking within 7-12 
hours and usually hospitalized
only one to two days.

“The XLIF spine surgery is 
a major improvement to
traditional spine surgery in so
many ways,” Dr.Volcan said.
“Aside from being minimally
invasive, and less painful with
a faster recovery time, this
procedure can actually correct
and restore normal anatomy
to patients suffering from
conditions such as degenerative
scoliosis—an achievement 
not usually associated with
traditional surgical procedures.”

The Doctors Hospital Human
Motion Institute provides a
comprehensive network of
services and programs for the
prevention and treatment of
musculoskeletal conditions
including spine care, joint
replacement, sports medicine
and rehabilitation.

ecognized locally, regionally 
and nationally for providing 

the highest standard of care to burn
patients throughout the Southeast,
last year the Joseph M. Still Burn
Center at Doctors Hospital 
admitted about 2,000 patients.
Nearly two-thirds of those treated
were acute; a large percentage of
them were under- or uninsured. 

What many in our community 
may not know, however, is that 
the Burn Center’s mission goes 
well beyond treating patients.
Its services also include offering 
support to patient families 
through its partnership with 
the Southeastern Firefighters Burn
Foundation, Inc. A non-profit
organization that provides 
non-medical essentials for burn
patients and their families, last 
year the Burn Foundation:

• Spent over $14,000 on
prescriptions for patients;

• Spent nearly $20,000 on
anti-scarring garments for
patients;

• Spent over $4,000 in
transportation costs for
follow-up medical visits;

• Housed nearly 1,200 family
members at the Jeffrey Vaden
Chavis House;

• Served over 15,000 meals
in the Burn Center's family
waiting room, which were
coordinated through volunteers
of the Foundation and supported
by 57 local churches, civic
organizations and individuals;

• And gave over $200,000
back to burn patients and
families in 2005 through
patient and family services
and related programs.

In addition to family support
and outreach, the Burn Center
also provides free burn prevention
education to civic organizations,
schools and church groups as well
as emergency care providers and
industries associated with severe
burn risk. In 2005, Burnie, the
Burn Center's mascot, along with the
burn nurses, taught burn prevention
to 4,076 children throughout Georgia
and South Carolina. 

The Joseph M. Still Burn Center
at Doctors Hospital is a 59-bed
burn center. A third of its patients
are children. For more information

hat a difference a day
makes—especially for

non-profit organizations like
Girls Incorporated of the
Central Savannah River
Area (CSRA) that depend 
on charitable services such
as those recently provided 
by a volunteer team from
Doctors Hospital. 

As participants in the area’s
annual United Way Day of
Sharing/Project Serve 
program, 18 hospital
employees each took a
vacation day at Girls Inc.
to provide a variety of
much-needed general
maintenance services at the
club’s headquarters,
according to Girls Inc.

“As a non-profit with a
limited staff, we absolutely

A non-profit United Way
agency, it offers after-school
programs for girls in
Kindergarten through 12th
grades as well as a full-day
program in summer.

and fortitude to support 
themselves, become leaders
in their communities and to 
contribute to positive 
social change.
